Ash Wednesday March 1

Ash Wednesday worship on March 1st at 1:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m.
Ash Wednesday emphasizes a dual encounter: we confront our
own mortality and confess our sin before God within the community
of faith. The form and content of the service focus on the dual
themes of sin and death in the light of God's redeeming love in Je-
sus Christ.

The use of ashes as a sign of mortality and repentance has a long
history in Jewish and Christian worship, and the Imposition of Ash-
es can be a powerful nonverbal and experiential way of participat-
ing in the call to repentance and reconciliation. This practice is the
historic focus of Ash Wednesday observance and gave the day its
name. It is traditional to save the palm branches from the previous
Passion/Palm Sunday service and burn them ahead of time to pro-
duce the ashes for this service. Alternatively, ushers may distribute
small cards or pieces of paper on which each person may be invit-
ed to write a particular sin or hurtful or unjust characteristic. This
would then be placed on the Altar.
